1942 Depot constructed as a chemical agent munition stor age facility
named Deseret Warfare Depot

1969 Placed under Command and Control of Tooele Army Depot

1970s Chemical Agent Munition Disposal System (CAMDYS) facility
constructed on depot to develop disposal methods

1987 CAMDS put under command and control of Project Manager for
Chemical Demilitarization (PM CD)

1990s T ooele Chemical Agent Disposal Facility (TOCDF) constructed to
dispose of items being stored

1996 Depot consolidated with all chemical storage depots and placed under
Command and Control of the Chemical & Biological Defense Command
located in Maryland (later changed to Soldier & Biological Chemical
Command {SBCCOM})

2001 CAMDS (OMF Plant) placed under command and control of
SBCCOM

SBCCOM/PMCD Merged — Formed Chemical Materials Agency
