The Department of Defense has recommended to the BRAC Commission that the Niagara Falls Air
Reserve Station be closed. This comes as a very big disappointment to the western New York Community.
As Niagara County’s second largest employer with nearly 3,000 workers, this would deliver another
devastating blow to our region’s already declining economy.

The base site lies within close proximity to four major border crossings between the U.S. and Canada,
along with the New York State Power Authority’s Hydropower complex, which harnesses the waters of the
Niagara River and supplies substantial power to the Northeast United States Grid.

While the base serves as a logistical backbone for the war on terror, it is also strategically placed and fully
expandable to allow the addition of a fighter squadron to further secure America’s northern border and
power grid infrastructure. It should be EXPANDED rather than closed.
